After the judge’s score is given, one point will be added for each high
option fence jumped without major fault (maximum of four points).

Round Two - Handy Hunter -Judged on performance, hunter pace and style, quality and
substance, movement and brilliance. After the judges score is given, one point will be added for
each high option fence jumped without major fault (maximum of four points). In addition, a
maximum of 10 bonus points may be awarded by the judges to each horse/rider combination for
handiness of round and brilliance of pace. This score will be announced separately and added to
each rider’s score.
